The LSCLS Fall Business meeting was called to order by Debbie Wisenor at 9:00 A.M. Debbie appointed a minutes’ committee of Jessica Lasiter, Roxanna Stears and Josie Roberts. Minutes of the Spring Board meeting were accepted as stated.

Treasurer’s Report – Phyllis Toups not present so she sent a written report. 

1. The financial statements for the fiscal year of July 1, 2004 to June 30, 2005, along with the fiscal year for July 30, 2005 thru December 31, 2005 were presented. She made a clarification to the Fiscal year 2004-2005 report. Line item Expensed, Student Forum: Donation of 100 each to 4 Children’s Miracle Network Hospitals in La. 2. CD at Edward Jones not reinvested yet, how many years should we reinvest for?  12 mo = 3.59% 24 mo = 3.8%, 36 mo = 4.3%. Myra moved to have it reinvested for 36 month, and Norma 2nd. The motion carried. 

3. Another investment in CD from working account: 10,000 in 6 month for 3% interest and 10,000 in 12 month for 3.59% interest. Myra moved to have this performed and Cathy Robinson 2nd. The motion carried.

1. All members living in areas affected by the hurricanes will receive complimentary membership for one year through the ASCLS Hurricane Relief Fund. 

2. Phyllis Toups sent the official notice of “Reinstatement of LSCLS Articles of Incorporation and Certificate of Incorporation” from the Secretary of State.
