Student Forum Advisor – Norma Bivona – A motion was made by Norma that we reimburse the student rep (John) for expenses at National Convention. Seconded by Jessica Lasiter. Motion carried. 

Student Forum Representative – John Whetstone (see written report and delegate’s report) wants to have student representatives from each site; 

Student Bowl – Jaime Dominque – no report for student bowl; see delegate’s report.

Webmaster – Jessica Lasiter – Web page transferred to Jessica’s name. Web page in the process of being up-dated. Proposed that LSCLS get debit or credit card attached to bank account, since Jessica had to use personal account to pay server cost. Cost is to be 

$ 239.40/ year. Norma moved that we obtain a debit/credit card for LSCLS.  Seconded by Cathy Robinson. Motion carried.

New Business- Norma made a motion to increase student rep budget for ASCLS national convention from $1000 to $1200 at the discretion of the student forum representative. Discussion. John seconded. Motion carried.

Norma led the discussion about increasing the student rep. budget for the year to $1000 to be approved by student forum chair. John has been traveling to all the clinical and university sites and this requires gas expenses. Patsy moved that we increased the student forum budget to $1000 with expenses to be approved by student forum chair. Norma seconded. Motion carried.

It was suggested that we look into having board meetings by e-mail, phone, or video conference to try to increase representation from more areas of the state. Also, give area reps a list of duties expected of them. Nominate only those that can accomplish these duties.

Reports from breakout sessions:

LSCLS committee: 

Recommend that NMLW position break away from the Career recruitment (they are together). Assign career recruitment to the Past-President. 

Remove key contact position. Not needed. President-elect to set up list serve on web page.

Recommend that committees and Area Representatives have co-chairs to mentor or shadow to learn position. 

Need position descriptions written for Pace position, Webmaster position, and Leadership position.

Licensure laws not what we wanted. Patsy to look into presenting something to LSBME advisory comm. (CLPA) about accrediting agencies accepted.

Cheryl updated us on the plans for the Spring meeting. It is April 17 – 20, 2007. (That’s a Tuesday through Friday.) There will be seminars for phlebotomists a half day on the 1st day while CLS and CLT are having student bowl. The theme is “Laboratory Incredibles: Healthcare Heroes”. The social will be Wednesday night. We will have the silent auction and raffles. Student Bowl will start at 2 PM on Tuesday.

Student Forum/First Year Professional: 

Want to have one voting representative from each university/site to try to get more student involvement. 

Working on a Beginner’s Guide to LSCLS for students and new members similar to the ASCLS Beginner’s Guide. 

Need more mentoring of students and first year professionals. 

Visit sites on a regular basis. 

Recruitment and retention of new student members: keep them active by assigning them something to do for the next year. 

Norma set up some guidelines for a FYP. See attached sheet. 

Norma made the motion that each clinical site/university have a voting member for the student forum. Jessica seconded. Motion carried. All students are encouraged to attend student forum, but only one representative from each site would have voting privileges.
Awards: 

Karen reported for this group. Want to change the requirement that requires the Educator of the Year nominees to get 3 recommendations themselves. The other awards don’t require this and we want them to be consistent. Everyone agreed.

New Member Recruitment: Jessica reported. 

Goals set: 

Area representative’s duties to include making phone calls to encourage member renewals.  

Area reps to communicate national and state news to their area CLS. (Hospitals, POLS, clinics, etc)  
Get First Year Professional to work with membership chair to encourage conversion of student members to FYP.  
Give area reps a list of their duties so they will know what is expected of them. Nominate only those that can accomplish these duties.  
Have Past Pres. And Pres.-elect to supervise and maintain contact with area reps.
